3) Remove existing �uorescent lamps from the luminaire.

4) Bring the LED lamp to the luminaire. Align the tube's pins 
with the installed lampholders and hold in place.

Single ended Wiring Instruction

The below ballast wiring represents typical con�guration. The actual ballast wiring varies according to 
ballast model. The socket should be non-shunted.



The below ballast wiring represents typical con�guration. The actual ballast wiring varies according to 
ballast model. lt is not needed to change socket (if in good condition) to operate double ended lamps, 
regardless the type of sockets. Please make sure one side of �xture is connected to Live (L) and the other 
side to Neutral (N).
