CONTINUOUS RUN MOUNTING
Multiple fixtures can be mounted together using
TOMO CONNECT-SM (sold separately) Fig. 6.

1. For Wall Mounting of multiple fixtures in a continuous run
follow Wall Mounting directions in the instructions above.

2. To attach the second fixture in the run use
TOMO CONNECT-SM (sold separately) and install the Housing
Cover to the wall surface.

3. Push Lens/Tray Assembly into the Housing Cover. Align
Keys into Key Slots and slide to the right or left to lock the
Housing Cover into the Lens/Tray Assembly. Snap on End
Cap if this is the end run, otherwise use an additional
TOMO CONNECT-SM for additional fixture and repeat the
sequence in lines 1,2 and 3.

4. For final fixture on the run install the end cap.

5. TOMO CONNECT-SM is provided with two Screws. Secure

with Screws as shown in Fig. 6. Only one Fixture needs to be

electrically hard wired.

1. Remove End Caps. Slide Lens/Tray Assembly from Housing
Cover to release Tray Assembly from Housing Cover by
sliding the fixture left or right to unlock from Key Slots as
shown in Fig. 3. Pre-installed Tether Cables (2) will prevent
Lens/Tray Assembly from separating from Housing Cover as
shown in Fig. 1.

CLEANING & MAINTENANCE

Universal voltage driver permits operation at 120V through 277V,
50 or 60 Hz.

1. Connect the black fixture lead to the LINE supply lead.
Connect the white fixture lead to the COMMON supply lead.
Connect the GROUND wire from fixture to supply ground.
Connect the purple fixture lead to the (V+) DIM lead.
Connect the pink fixture lead to the (V-) DIM lead.

Cap the yellow fixture lead, if present. Do NOT connect.
