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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Make sure the power is turned off at the source to the
recessed housing(s) that you are installing the fixture(s)
in. Remove existing trim and screw-based light bulb.

2. Loosen the screws of the socket mounting plate, push
towards the top of the housing and disconnect from
housing. (Fig. 2) Srun

3. Remove the screw-based socket from the mounting
plate. (Fig. 3)
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS (cont'd)

4. Screw the E26 adapter into the socket inside the housing.
(Fig. 4)
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5. Select desired CCT & Wattage level using switch on driver box.
(Fig. 5) ?

6. Plug the recessed wafer into the E26 adapter. (Fig. 6)

7. Squeeze the torsion springs and place inside the recessed
housing's brackets. For proper installation, the torsion
spring should be seated in both brackets on either side of
the housing. (Fig. 7)

8. Carefully route the wires into the housing and simply slide
the recessed wafer into the housing until the trim is flush
with the ceiling. (Fig. 8)
