Follow instructions below to change Power (W),
Color Temperature (CCT) and/or Photocell operation,

Factory Settings: 60W / 4000K, Photocell/Off.
120W / 4000K, Photocell/Off

1. Using a flathead screwdriver remove the Switch Plug located
on the back of the housing (Fig. 3).

2. Locate the Selector Switches (Fig. 4).

3. Select Power (W), Color Temperature (CCT) and/or Photocell
option by sliding the respective switch to the desired value as
shown in Fig. 4.
